“Early childhood” is defined as occurring before the age of eight, and it is during this period that a child goes through the most rapid
phase of growth and development. Their brains develop faster than at any other point in their lives, so these years are critical. The
foundations for their social skills, selfesteem, perception of the world and moral outlook are established during these years, as well
as the development of cognitive skills. Early childhood education is encouraged for the healthy development and nurturing of all
these important foundations, and it is doubtlessly an important and fundamental stage of learning.

Young children are not like other students. Their needs are unique and you must be aware of this. It is important to understand that
you could be one of the first adults a young child has interacted with outside of his or her own family. The separation from their
parents in the beginning can be difficult, and a teacher must help them through this transition. And when it comes to your students’
interactions with other children, this can be one of the first times they interact with children their age. A teacher’s role often




becomes that of mediator when children have problems sharing or learning how to get along.

Furthermore, teachers in early education need to be creative and adaptive. They must think outside their own mature perspective and
be able to place themselves in their students’ shoes. Lessons in early ed-ucation classrooms are very handson. They involve arts and
crafts, storytelling, exercise, educational games and more. You need to be fast on your feet and highly adaptable to continuously
come up with new ways to guide children through their early learning stages. As an aspiring early education teacher, you need to
have the right temperament. Patience, creativity, sensitivity, communication skills and ability to connect with children are arguably
some of the most important qualifications. However, you’re also ex-pected to have the proper schooling and credentials, and each
state sets its own standards for what they expect from qualified teachers.

In Russland ist die vorschulische Erziehung die erste Stufe eines einheitlichen Bildungssystems. Deswegen muss man die
vorschulischen Einrichtungen auf jede Weise entwickeln. Die Eltern betrachten die Kindergérten und Krippen als Mittel, das die
Frau befreien helfen soll. AuBlerdem wird hier eine groBe erzieherische Arbeit geleistet, die auf eine allseitige korperliche und
geistige Entwicklung des Kindes gerichtet ist.

Es ist bekannt, dass das vorschulische Alter eine Zeit der Herausbildung mancher moralischer Eigenschaften des Menschen ist. In
dieser Zeit ist das Kind fiir Einfliisse der Umweltbedingungen und der Padagogik besonders empfénglich. Was hilft dem Kind und
dem Erzieher dabei? Das Spiel! Das Spiel ist die wichtigste Tatigkeit des Vorschulkindes. Es entspricht seinen korperlichen und
geistigen Entwicklungsbesonderheiten und seinem Bediirfnis nach aktiver Bewegung. Im Spiel vervollkommnen sich die
psychischen Prozesse, es entwickelt sich Denken, Sprache, Gefiihle, Phantasie, Interessen, Willenseigenschaften, Einstellungen.
Gleichzeitig vollzieht sich die Herausbildung von sozialen Kontakten. Das Spiel trigt wesentlich dazu bei, dass sich das Kind in der
Gemeinschaft Gleichaltriger als gleichberechtigter Partner unter Obhut der Erzieherin wohl und geborgen fiihlt, Freude und
emotionale Zufriedenheit empfindet. Die Krippenerzieherin weckt mit Hilfe von Spielzeug das Interesse des Kindes an seiner
Umwelt und fordert so seine natiirliche Neugier und Wissbegier. Damit wird gleichzeitig das Bediirfnis des Kindes geweckt, mit den
Spielsachen umzugehen und so der Tétigkeit einen bestimmten Sinn zu geben. In diesem Zusammenhang kommt dem Spielzeug
eine besondere Bedeutung zu. Es stellt die materielle Grundlage des Spiels jiingerer Kinder dar und ist ein nutzendes Mittel der
Erziehung. Damit wird deutlich, dass Spielzeug eine padagogische, gesundheits- und entwicklungsférdernde Funktion ausiibt.
