Many people would say a room
with a view of nature; few would choose to look out on an urban landscape. Now scientists are investigating the effect that buildings
can have on our moods with new technologies and sophisticated instruments to provide empirical evidence of these effects.

(2) Which would you prefer — a room with a high ceiling or a low one? It could depend on whether you want to feel relaxed and
think freely and creatively (a high ceiling) or focus on more detailed work (a low ceiling). But don’t go for a very low ceiling as this
could lead to stress.

(3) At school were you ever told off for staring out of the window and not paying attention? Well maybe the teachers got it wrong.
Rather than distracting you, views of nature actually seem to improve your concentration. Tests with students have shown improved
academic results when students could see green spaces. Some scientists have suggested this might be because people have a natural
tendency to respond positively to nature.

(4) What about furniture? Which would you prefer — curved objects or sharp-angled objects? It seems that most people prefer
curved objects. One explanation for this is that in nature sharp objects are more likely to be dangerous and so we have a natural
liking for more rounded shapes.

(5) Colour can also influence how you feel, so choose blue for a calming effect, yellow to feel more carefree, green to reduce stress
and orange for enthusiasm. But avoid red as a main colour as it can make you restless and dark blue as it can make you feel sad.

The American theatre is over two hundred years old, but a distinctly native drama has been slow in developing. There was from the
beginning a steady and growing concern with specifically American subjects and characters, as may be seen from the Indian and
Yankee plays, plays dealing with the American Revolution and later with the Civil War.

The American theatre reflects the variety of American scene: it ranges from folk elements to decadence, from the description of
almost primitive conditions to the height of sophistication. O'Neill's characters have grown on American soil; Arthur Miller's
salesman is a typical American Phenomenon; Wilder represents the life of an American family; Tennessee Williams' characters are
genuine Southerners.

Modern American drama was born in Provincetown (a resort town at the tip of Cape Code in South East Massachusetts), where, in
1915, there gathered a small group of theatre enthusiasts. In an abandoned building on the waterfront and later in Greenwich Village
they put on dramatic pieces by young American playwrights (O'Neill among them) and also staged plays by European writers.
O'Neill found support and encouragement within the group.

America's principal contribution to theatre art is the development of the musical show; so the musical is of truly American origin.
The musical is a play with spoken lines, songs, and dances. It was not until the 1940s and the production of Oklahoma (1943) that
musical began to change in style and content. Although the basic plot of Oklahoma presented an uncomplicated love story, the
characters of the play seemed more like real people, and, instead of the routine dancing, ballet was introduced. Since Oklahoma
many successful musical plays have appeared on the American stage. No longer just light and amusing, they often deal with serious
themes, accompanied by sophistical music and dancing. One example is West Side Story, a modern version of Shakespeare's
Romeo and Juliet, the story of young lovers who die tragically. Set in New York City, it portrays tense and hostile relationships
between Puerto Ricans and native New Yorkers. The interest in psychology is perhaps the most important phenomenon of
contemporary American drama, and it reflects the intellectual confusion of the last decades.
