Students in American schools generally attend classes from August or September until the following May or June. After that most
educational systems provide summer school.

Traditionally, if students had to attend summer school, it meant they had failed in their required schoolwork. They had to study in the
summer so they could move on to the next grade in school. For example, a high school student who could not complete the
requirements of a biology course would repeat the course in summer school.

Today, summer school still can mean repeating failed schoolwork. But many students now choose to attend classes during summers.
For example, public high school students in Nashville, Tennessee, can study during summer school for college entrance
examinations.

Many summer-school courses around the nation are popular. For example, about half of the two-thousand-four-hundred students at a
high school in Illinois usually attend summer classes. These students at Evanston Township High School take subjects including art,
theater and computer science. If they are old enough, they can learn to drive a car.

In subjects like chemistry, students must quickly learn material normally taught during a full school year. But summer-school official
Debbie Mohica says many students like to complete some of their required high school subjects this way. Then, she says, they can
elect to take other classes during the school year.

Colleges, universities and private organizations also operate summer school classes. Students at Harvard University, for example, can
choose from hundreds of summer courses. Students at Harvard, in Cambridge, Massachusetts, can take courses including science and
languages. Or, they can study something less traditional, like "Music and Politics." This course examines how music can express
political trend, protest or resistance.

Of course, there are many young people who have other ideas about how to spend their summer break. But a Washington, D.C., area
mother and educator notes that competition for honors in school has, increased in recent years.

Beim Werken mit Naturmaterialien
interessiert sich der Schiiler fiir die Wirklichkeit, wird mit elementaren Bereichen der Welt vertraut und in seinem Streben nach
Kreativitdt und Individualitét gefordert- so das piddagogische Konzept.

Emil Molt, der damalige Direktor der Waldorf-Astoria-Zigaretten-Fabrik in Stuttgart, war Initiator und Finanzier. Er war sehr
beeindruckt von dem Péddagogen Rudolf Steiner, die Methoden erarbeitet hat-te, im Menschen schlummernde seelische Krifte zu
wecken und zu fordern.

Es gibt in der Waldorfschule keine Sitzenbleiber und keine Zeugnisnoten. Es ist nicht so schlimm, wenn man eine Hausaufgabe
vergisst. Angstfrei und ohne Konkurrenzdruck geht es zu. Die Lehrer zeichnen sich durch starkes Engagement aus, obwohl sie
wesentlich weniger verdienen als Lehrer an staatlichen Schulen.

Students in American schools generally attend classes from August or September until the following May or June. After that most
educational systems provide summer school.

Traditionally, if students had to attend summer school, it meant they had failed in their required schoolwork. They had to study in the
summer so they could move on to the next grade in school. For example, a high school student who could not complete the
requirements of a biology course would repeat the course in summer school.

Today, summer school still can mean repeating failed schoolwork. But many students now choose to attend classes during summers.
For example, public high school students in Nashville, Tennessee, can study during summer school for college entrance
examinations.

Many summer-school courses around the nation are popular. For example, about half of the two-thousand-four-hundred students at a
high school in Illinois usually attend summer classes. These students at Evanston Township High School take subjects including art,
theater and computer science. If they are old enough, they can learn to drive a car.

In subjects like chemistry, students must quickly learn material normally taught during a full school year. But summer-school official
Debbie Mohica says many students like to complete some of their required high school subjects this way. Then, she says, they can
elect to take other classes during the school year.




Colleges, universities and private organizations also operate summer school classes. Students at Harvard University, for example, can
choose from hundreds of summer courses. Students at Harvard, in Cambridge, Massachusetts, can take courses including science and
languages. Or, they can study something less traditional, like "Music and Politics.” This course examines how music can express
political trend, protest or resistance.

Of course, there are many young people who have other ideas about how to spend their summer break. But a Washington, D.C., area
mother and educator notes that competition for honors in school has, increased in recent years.

Die Waldorfschule entstand vor etwa 70 Jahren als ein Privatschulsystem, dessen Ziele auch heute noch brandaktuell sind. Sie strebt
danach, nicht nur den Verstand, sondern auch die seelischen und physischen Krifte des Kindes zu férdern. Die Musterschule von
inzwischen weltweit 540 weiteren Privatinstituten, die sich mit niedrigem Schulgeld und manchmal geringer staatlicher
Unterstiitzung finanzieren, befindet sich in Stuttgart.

Es ist auch gut, dass man hier Sachen tut, die es auf einer Staatsschule nicht gibt. Zum Beispiel Gartenbau oder Handwerk oder
Formen. Auch nehmen die Kinder einer Waldorfschule am gesellschaftlichen Leben aktiv teil. Beim Werken mit Naturmaterialien
interessiert sich der Schiiler fiir die Wirklichkeit, wird mit elementaren Bereichen der Welt vertraut und in seinem Streben nach
Kreativitdt und Individualitét gefordert- so das pddagogische Konzept.

Emil Molt, der damalige Direktor der Waldorf-Astoria-Zigaretten-Fabrik in Stuttgart, war Initiator und Finanzier. Er war sehr
beeindruckt von dem Pddagogen Rudolf Steiner, die Methoden erarbeitet hat-te, im Menschen schlummernde seelische Krifte zu
wecken und zu fordern.

Es gibt in der Waldorfschule keine Sitzenbleiber und keine Zeugnisnoten. Es ist nicht so schlimm, wenn man eine Hausaufgabe
vergisst. Angstfrei und ohne Konkurrenzdruck geht es zu. Die Lehrer zeichnen sich durch starkes Engagement aus, obwohl sie
wesentlich weniger verdienen als Lehrer an staatlichen Schulen.

In einer Waldorfpiddagogik legt man grolen Wert auch auf die Mitarbeit des Schularztes, weil es gilt, kindliche Fehlentwicklungen
aller Art rechtzeitig zu erkennen und flir einen entsprechenden Ausgleich zu sorgen. Fiir so genannte seelenpflegebediirftige Kinder
existiert innerhalb der Waldorfpddagogik eine eigene heilpddagogische Konzeption.
