What Makes a Good Speech and Language Therapist?

Speech and language therapists are caring professionals whose job usually involves working with children to help them develop
language skills and learn to cope with speech deficiencies and difficulties. It's a rewarding career and working as a speech and
language therapist is a great way to help others through some of the most embarrassing and troubling issues. Speech anomalies,
such as stutters and lisps, can be among the most troubling and humiliating ailments. Often developed at an early age, speech
difficulties can leave children feeling voiceless, shy and embarrassed to speak, though with speech therapy these issues are usually
resolved before adulthood. Being a good speech therapist means being a counselor, a doctor, and a detective all rolled into one,
making it a challenging but rewarding role. Speech therapists have to ask themselves questions, such as why a patient struggles with
their speech, how they can help and how the patient feels about their ailment. It can be complicated, difficult work, but helping
someone to get their voice back is one of the best jobs in the world. So what does it take to make a really great speech and language
therapist?

First, you have to be a people-person and comfortable around children. If you're not comfortable working with kids, then they won't
be comfortable working with you. Speech therapists need to be empathetic and relatable, which when working with kids means you
must be kind, confident, and caring. Second, a really great therapist never stops learning. Although you will have no doubt been
through excellent training before you start your search for speech & language therapy jobs, keeping your knowledge topped up is
crucial. Finally, although you are the expert in the room, when it comes to speech therapy you must also be willing to work
harmoniously alongside parents, relatives, or guardians of your patients. Whilst it might be difficult to take on board some of their
comments, especially if they are at odds with your diagnosis or recommended course of treatment, you must be willing to listen,
explain and assist family members with their concerns about your patient. Make sure you address both the needs of parent and child
in any consultation, in order to meet the needs of the family as a whole.

Das Verstehen geschieht jedoch noch
ganz aus der Situation heraus. Losgeldst von den Dingen, die sie bezeichnen, haben die Worter noch keine Bedeutung. Sie sind
einfach ein Teil des Klangteppichs, von dem das Kind umgeben ist. Sagt man zu einem 12-18-monatigen Kind, das mit dem Ball
am Spielen ist: 'gib mir den Ball!’, dann wird es mich in der Regel anschauen, zum Ball schauen und mir den Ball zurollen. Wenn
kein Ball da ist, wird es einen andern Gegenstand geben, der in seiner Nihe ist.

In der ersten Hilfte des zweiten Lebensjahres entdecken Kinder, dass die Menschen immer gleiche oder dhnliche Worter zu den
Dingen und Situationen sagen: bspw. sprechen sie von 'Hund’ beim kleinen Kléffer, der im Park laut bellend herumspringt, ebenso
zu dem groBen Fellhaufen, der beim Bauernhof désend in der Sonne liegt, aber auch zum gezeichneten Vierbeiner im Bilderbuch
usw. Ab 18-24 Monaten beginnen sie die Worter nun allméhlich losgeldst von der Situation, in der sie gedufBBert werden, zu
verstehen. Das bedeutet, dass das kleine Kind beim Héren des Wortes 'Ball’ ein inneres Bild aufbaut. Mit diesem Bild im Kopf wird
es nach dem Gegenstand suchen, der dazu passt.
