The sea is only a quarter of a mile from the farm, and when it is windy, the sound of it travels up the hills. It is true Devon country
here — fields, hollows, little streams. But the downs along the cliffs are wild.
The farm lies in a sheltered spot — behind a rise of fields. The old house is a long, white build-ing. You can touch the ceiling with
your hand and there is a lovely smell of apples, smoke and age all over the place.

The old man has a great tenderness for her and she is fond of him in her own way. She obeys him generally —but as if she couldn't
breathe while doing it.

has never been to school; had a few lessons on the violin, but has taught herself most of what she knows. She loves birds, flowers
and ani-mals, and she is perfectly fearless in a boat.

Dan Treffry himself is staying at a hotel at Kingswear, five miles from the farm. He has a dark short beard and red-brown cheeks.
He is a little bald on the temples, and a little grey, but as hard as iron. He rides to the farm nearly every day. John Ford and Dan
Treffry are very good friends, and re-spect each other; Dan has a great admiration for the old man, but the attraction is Patience. He
talks very little when she is in the room, but looks at her in a wistful sort of way. Patience's conduct to him is rather cruel.
Sometimes Dan goes off, but turns up again.

Last night we were sitting on the veranda and suddenly Dan asked Patience to play her violin.

“What!” she said. “Before men? No, thank you!”

“Why not?”

“Because I hate them.”

“You forget yourself! Go to bed!” cried John Ford.

She looked at Dan with anger and went. We could hear her playing the violin in her bedroom; it sounded like a dance of spirits.
John Ford asked our pardons and went into the house. The violin stopped and he came down again. Just as he was settling in his
chair there was a soft sound and some-thing dark fell through the window. The violin! Dan wanted to pick it up, but the old man
stopped him. Later, from my bedroom window I saw John Ford standing in the garden and looking at the violin. He raised his foot
as if to stamp on it. Then he picked the violin up, wiped it carefully and took it in.

My room is next to Patience room. I went to the window for the breath of fresh air. The night was warm and quiet but I had a
feeling of fear. There’s something disturbing here; a sort of suppressed struggle. I have never in my life seen such an irresponsible
girl or such an uncompromising old man...

But nowadays many
people just have cereal with milk and sugar, or toast with marmalade, jam, or honey. Marmalade and jam are not the same!
Marmalade is made from other fruit. The tradi-tional breakfast drink is tea, which people have with cold milk. Some people have
coffee, which is made with just hot water. Many visitors to Britain find this coffee disgusting!

For many people lunch is a quick meal. In cities there are a lot of sandwich bars, where office workers can choose the




kind of bread they want-brown, white, or a roll and then all sorts of salad and meat or fish to go in the sandwich. Pubs often serve
good, cheep food, both hot and cold. Schoolchil-dren can have a hot meal at school, but many just take a snack from home-a
sandwich, a drink, some fruit, and perhaps some crisps.

“Tea” means two things. It is a drink and a meal! Some people have afternoon tea with sand-wiches, cakes and, of
course, a cup of tea. Cream teas are popular. You have scones (a kind of cake) with cream and jam.

The evening meal is the main meal of the day for many people. They usually have it quite ear-ly, between 6 and 8 p. m.
