Research has indicated that dyslexia has biological origins, and most investigators now suspect that dyslexic children read poorly as
a result of a highly specific language problem, sometimes called “phonological unawareness”. Dyslexic children cannot easily learn
to read because they have trouble associating printed letter with the sounds of speech. A similar problem occurs in congenitally deaf
people who have mastered the linguistic complexities and subtleties of sign language but have trouble learning to read.

Evidence also exists suggesting that the root cause for much dyslexia is a problem with processing very rapidly changing sensory
stimuli. For example, studies have shown that dyslexic children have trouble making accurate distinctions between similar auditory
signals. They often cannot hear the difference between speech sounds such as “pah”, “dah”, and “bah”. Recently, difference have
been noted between the visual pathways of dyslexics and those of nondyslexics that suggest a comparable problem with fast-
changing visual stimuli. Researchers have also found several other neuroanatomical abnormalities in the temporal lobe and in other
areas of the brain. All of these studies are extremely valuable in helping researchers understand the mechanisms underlying reading
problems so that dyslexic children can be accurately identified and more efficiently helped.

Few people would defend the Victorian attitude to children, but if you were a parent in those days, at least you knew where you
stood: children were to be seen and not to be heard. Freud and company did away with all that and parents have been bewildered
ever since.

The child’s happiness is all-important, the psychologists say, but what about the parents’ happiness? Parents suffer constantly from
fear and guilt while their children merrily romp about pulling the place apart. A good old-fashioned spanking is out of the question:
no modern child-rearing manual would permit such barbarity. The trouble is you are not even allowed to shout. Certainly a child
needs love and a lot of it. But the excessive permissiveness of modern parents is surely doing more harm than good.

Psychologists have succeeded in undermining parents’ confidence in their own authority. And it hasn’t taken children too long to
get wind of the fact. In addition to the great modern classics on child care, there are countless articles in magazines and newspapers.
With so much unsolicited advice flying about, mum and dad just don’t know what to do any more. In the end they do nothing at all.
So, from early childhood, the kids are in charge and parents’ lives are regulated according to the needs of their offspring. If the
young people are going to have a party, for instance, parents are asked to leave the house. Their presence merely spoils the fun.
What else the poor parents can do but obey?

Children are hardy creatures (far harder than the psychologists would have us believe) and most of them survive the harmful
influence of extreme permissiveness which is the normal condition in the modern household. But a great many do not. The spread
of juvenile delinquency in our own age is largely due to parental laxity. Mother, believing that little Johnny can look after himself,
is not at home when he returns from school, so little Johnny roams the streets. The dividing line between permissiveness and sheer
negligence is very fine indeed.

The psychologists have much to answer. They should keep their mouths shut and let parents get on with the job. And if children are
knocked about a little bit in the process, it may not really matter too much ... Perhaps, there’s some truth in the idea that children
who’ve had a surfeit of happiness in their childhood emerge like stodgy puddings and fail to make a success of life.

Human beings experience many types of emotions and feelings as we react to our thoughts and triggers from others and the outside
world. Some estimates show that we can express up to 1000 nuances of emotion.

Identifying and labeling your emotions and feelings as you experience them can be helpful when you want to figure out which
emotional states you slip into under various circumstances, which states support feelings of well-being, and which ones inhibit you
socially, mentally, and even spiritually. From there, you can identify which types of emotional self-care you need to practice in the
situation you are experiencing to restore equilibrium.

We tend to classify and judge emotional states as positive or negative, but that is not accurate. The energy moving through us is
neither good nor bad.

1. “In the time it takes to read this, more than a million pounds of materials that could have been recycled will be thrown away all
over California”. We are running out of space in which to discard our garbage, and our current methods of disposing of it are
endangering the environment. One solution to this problem is recycling. Recycling is the process of collecting used materials and
remanufacturing them into new products instead of throwing them away. This process is important because it reduces the trash in
overcrowded landfills, salvages materials that we can use to make new products, and saves our natural resources. Used products
may be converted into new sheets, glass is cleaned and remolded, and plastics melted and formed into new products such as carpet
backing, fence posts and drainage pipes. Recycling is being done worldwide. Japan recycles 95% of its bottles and 50% of its
aluminium; the United States recycles 20% of its bottles and 38% of its aluminium. In Germany a new law requires product
manufactures to create ways of reusing their packaging material. Helping to solve the garbage crisis is something everyone can do if
they just remember the three RS: reduce, reuse, recycle.

2. Oceans cover over more than 70% of the earth’s surface. Despite the vastness of this area, we know little about it. The oceans are
just as diverse as the land. They are interwoven with history, although man has looked upon them as barriers and alien space.

Life began in the ocean. More than 3 ' billion years ago there evolved simple single-celled organisms. Today the oceans support a
wealth of simple and complex sea life, from phytoplankton (drifting plants) to crustaceans (shrimp, crabs) to marine mammals
(whales, dolphins). But through ignorance and misunderstanding we are placing these resources in jeopardy. There is widespread
pollution and disruption of our coastal waters, whales and dolphins are hunted to hear extinction, and many fishing areas are being
depleted. The oceans do not belong to a single nation, but are free, open territory to be enjoyed and shared. However, too often
nations are overly aggressive in taking the resources the oceans have to offer. A tragic result has been the systematic hunting of




whales from one species to another for whalebone, blubber, and oil. In 1985 whales were given a reprieve when the International
Whaling Commission imposed a moratorium on killing whales.
